A NEW BEGINNING    Rev 21:5 

Our text this morning presents to us an important line of thought in our bid to 

experience new things and have a new beginning. “He that sits on the throne says 

behold I make all things new!” Our experience in life is a function of who is sitting 

on the throne of our lives (Eccl 10:16). 

The question that comes to you this morning then, is who or what is sitting on the 

throne of your life? Have you invited Jesus to be the king of your life? When He sits 

on the throne, He will make all things new and make old things to pass away 

 (2 Cor 5:17). 

 

Even as we celebrate the 8th anniversary of this commission today, we need to look 

at the following to help the church and each member to experience a new 

beginning.  

 

1. THE POWER OF YOUR EYES: Gen 30:27-43.  

What you see is what you get! What new vision have you created for yourself 

for a new level of your life? Many do not have any vision to pursue and many 

are allowing past experiences to hold them down from experiencing new things. 

 

2. THE POWER OF YOUR WORDS: Gen 1:3; 2:19 

Words are powerful in shaping our experiences in life, therefore, if you want to 

experience a new beginning, then, begin to speak new words that reflect what 

you want to see in your life. 

 

3. THE POWER OF YOUR HEART: Job 42: 7-10; Ezek 36:26-28 

Your ability to forgive and let go of the past determines how quick you can start 

to experience new things in your life. Praying for those who offend you is not a 

sign of weakness but meekness! Many are still held down because of 

unforgiveness. Let go and let God today. 

 

4. THE POWER OF A RENEWED MIND: Rom 12:2 

As a man thinks, so is he! Your mind is the production factory of your life and 

whatever you feed it is what it produces for your life therefore “MIND YOUR 

MIND”. You are a product of your though hence the need to transform your 

mind
